Execute a Solo “I” pattern, which will include: (30 points)

Step off with command

Beat time with mace

Salute

Beat time with mace

Halt

You will be judged on proper execution of commands, sharpness, marching ability and stance.

Conduct the following beats: (20 points)

4 / 4 

3 / 4 (Star Spangled Banner)

2 / 2 (Thunderer)

You will be judged on your ability to conduct each beat.

Written Assignment: Turn in the following questions in writing. (20 points) Due 4/10/07
1. In one word, why do you want to be drum major?

2. Why do you feel qualified for the position?

3. What are the most positive aspects of the band?

4. What things would you change about the band?

Notes:

1. Selection of Drum Majors is based upon experience, conducting knowledge and ability, personality, leadership qualities, dependability, appearance on the field, and overall attitude.

2. A list of those trying out for drum major will be sent to the staff. Concerns regarding students will be considered in the decision.

3. The Drum Major must have at least a C+ GPA with no major discipline violations.

4. The Drum Major must have the physical ability to execute commands with a mace.

5. The Drum Major must be able to attend camp on one of the following dates:
